As in preceding periods, the
deterioration of the current account was caused by the increasing deficit in the external
trade in goods and services (chart 2). Although considerable growth in income and current
transfers was recorded, the total surplus of these two categories, increasing by 35.8%,
covered only 69.2% of deficit in the external trade in goods and services.

continued to decrease (by 2.8
percentage points as against 2007) and constituted 43.6%, while the deficit in the external
trade in goods and services rose by 38.9% and amounted to US$ 3207.89 million (chart 3).
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3.2.2 Services

Chart 9. Balance of Services

The balance of services recorded
a surplus of US$ 12.48 million, which
accounts for 0.2% of GDP (chart 9).
In the trade in services with CIS
countries (chart 10) a deficit of US$
25.59 million was recorded (growing
53.1%), while with the rest of the
world the balance was positive — US$
38.07 million (increasing 3.6 times).
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The external trade in services turnover increased by 32.3% as against the preceding
year and totalled US$ 1661.92 million, of which: 27.7% — with CIS, and 72.3% — with the
rest of the world.

The value of services rendered to non-residents increased 33.9% as compared to
2007, amounting to US$ 837.20 million, of which: US$ 217.74 million — to CIS (+35.2%)
and US$ 619.46 million — to the rest of the world (+33.5%). The value of services
rendered to the Republic of Moldova by non-residents increased 30.7% to US$ 824.72
million, of which US$ 243.33 million — from CIS (+36.9%) and US$ 581.39 million —
from the rest of the world (+28.2%).

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Transportation was, just as in the preceding years, among the most important types of
services from the point of view of turnover. Transportation services recorded a surplus of
US$ 32.12 million, growing 73.8% as compared to 2007. This increase was due to a more
accelerated growth in exports — by 35.4% than in the imports of transportation services —
by 32.5%. Thus, the value of rendered transportation services amounted to US$ 357.04
million, and the value of received transportation services — to US$ 324.92 million. Freight
services prevailed both in terms of rendering and receiving transportation services, with
shares of 72.6% and 68.3%, respectively.
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The geographical distribution of foreign direct investment in equity capital,
accumulated in the domestic economy, reveals that the major share (53.2%) belongs to the
European Union countries; CIS states account for 13.0% of the respective investment, and
other countries — for 33.8% (chart 15). The stock of direct investment in equity capital
originating from the EU increased by 40.9% in 2008 as compared to the situation recorded

on 31.12.2007, from CIS - by 20.1%, from other countries — by 52.2%.

The country breakdown of equity capital accumulated in the domestic economy at the
end of 2008 is reflected in chart 16.

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The branch breakdown of foreign direct investment (equity capital) accumulated in
the domestic economy, according to NBS data, is shown in chart 17.
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3.3.2.4 Other investment

Other investment account recorded a net capital inflow in an amount of US$ 678.62
million, residents’ external claims (assets — chart 18) declining by US$ 54.17 million,
while the liabilities to nonresidents (chart 19) grew by US$ 624.45 million.

Net reimbursement of trade credits previously extended by resident economic agents
to non-residents (assets) was evaluated at US$ 78.33 million in 2008 USD, while the net
growth in trade credits received from foreign partners (liabilities) — at US$ 115.29 million.
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Other liabilities (arrears and other outstanding liabilities) recorded a net increase of
US$ 46.11 million in 2008 (table 21). The arrears of economic agents of other sectors
increased by US$ 56.41 million. Other liabilities of the banking sector to non-residents
recorded in 2007 for the future issue of equity securities decreased by US$ 10.30 million
as a result of equity securities selling to non-resident investors.

3.3.2.5 Reserve assets
At the end of 2008 the official reserve assets totalled US$ 1672.41 million (chart 20).

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The stock of reserve assets increased by US$ 452.01 million as a result of effective
transactions reflected in the balance of payments, and diminished as a result of the
exchange rate fluctuation of other currencies against the US dollar by US$ 104.29 million,
as a result of price changes — by US$ 9.01 million.

Over the year, the NBM purchased foreign currency in the domestic foreign exchange
market in the net amount of US$ 239.24 million.

US$ 81.70 million from reserves was assigned for the external debt service, for the
maintenance of embassies — US$ 12.58 million, for fees to international organizations —
US$ 3.70 million.
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Individuals transferred from abroad US$ 1660.09 million via commercial banks
(table 24), of which 83.5% via international money transfer systems. Transfers by resident
individuals abroad constituted US$ 70.74 million.

Economic agents and individuals preferred to conduct transactions with foreign
partners in US dollars (chart 21), that held a 49.5% share in total inflow (increasing by 1.0
percentage point as against 2007) and a 53.8% share in total outflow (growing by 2.5
percentage points).

Within the trade in goods and services, transactions made in US dollars held a 51.2%
share in receipts and a 61.6% share in payments.

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The share of transactions in Euro was 35.8% for both inflow and outflow (its share
diminished by 1.9 and by 1.7 percentage points, respectively). Within trade-related flows
(goods and services) transactions in Euro had a 37.8% share in receipts and a 33.4% share
In payments.

The share of transactions in Russian roubles was 9.4% for inflow and 5.3% for
outflow.
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External financial assets (chart 23) recorded a stock of US$ 2287.40 million on
31.12.2008 versus US$ 1996.37 million at the end of the preceding year. The change in
the stock of claims over the year was influenced upward by the flow of effective
transactions in an amount of US$ 414.02 million, and, downward, by changes in the
exchange rates of other currencies against the US dollar in the value of US$ 113.98
million and by the changes in price of securities included in the official reserve assets by
US$ 9.01 million.
The official reserve assets accounted for 73.1% of total external assets. Having
increased by 25.4% (US$ 338.71 million) over the year, they totalled US$ 1672.41 million
at the end of 2008.

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A considerable share in assets (23.9%) also belonged to other investment that
declined by 10.4% and totalled US$ 547.26 million at the end of the year. The largest
shares pertained to trade credits extended to non-residents — 50.2%, and to currency and
deposits — 47.4%.

Direct and portfolio investment placed abroad, as well as financial derivatives, were
insignificant and equalled 3.0% of total assets.

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The change in the stock of external financial liabilities (chart 24) was influenced
upward by the flow of effective transactions in an amount of US$ 1339.44 million, and,
downward, by changes in the exchange rates of other currencies against the US dollar by
US$ 33.30 million.

The stock of foreign direct investment accumulated in the domestic economy totalled
US$ 2565.72 million, the stock of portfolio investment — US$ 56.87 million, of financial
derivatives — US$ 2.53 million.

Other investment had the highest share in total external liabilities (56.5%), increasing
20.7% over the year. It was composed of: loans (60.5%), trade credits (17.8%), other
liabilities (15.1%), and currency and deposits (6.6%).

The distribution of external assets and liabilities by sector as of 31.12.2008 is shown
in chart 25.

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In 2008 the financial assets of monetary authorities recorded a 25.4% increase, and
those of commercial banks — a 12.7% increase; no changes were recorded in the assets of
the general government, and other sectors’ assets stock declined 16.4%.

The dynamics of external liabilities was conditioned by increases in all sectors. Thus,
the external liabilities of the banking sector increased 47.3%, of other sectors — by 31.1%,
those of monetary authorities — by 4.8%, and of the general government — by 1.8%.
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The debt of the National Bank of Moldova to the IMF increased 4.8% as a result of
drawings on two loan tranches of US$ 37.56 million (under the Poverty Reduction and
Growth Facility). US$ 25.43 million was reimbursed on previous loans, and the
fluctuation of the exchange rates of original currencies against the US dollar diminished
the stock by US$ 4.52 million.

The growth in the external liabilities of the banking sector in 2008 from US$ 362.37
milllion to US$ 557.99 million (that is, by 59.5%) was due to drawings on new loans
under the credit lines from international financial institutions and from foreign affiliated
banks, as well as due to the growth in nonresidents’ deposits.

Short-term liabilities constituted 34.5% of total and amounted to US$ 1416.62
million (chart 27).

Short-term external debt includes: trade credits (mostly consisting of advance
payments received for the subsequent exports of goods and services), short-term loans and
arrears on external debt service (consisting of outstanding liabilities, including to affiliated
creditors), as well as nonresidents’ deposits (both demand and time deposits).

In the total short-term debt trade credits accounted for 42.8%, short-term loans and
arrears — 15.5%, the historical debt for energy resources imports — 25.6%, nonresidents’
deposits — 16.0%.

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In 2008, the stock of public and publicly guaranteed external debt increased 1.4%
and amounted to US$ 957.41 million. Non-guaranteed private external debt totalled US$
3150.61 million, increasing 30.5% as compared to the end of 2007 (table 27).
